What is Dual Enrollment?

* The Commonwealth Dual Enrollment Partnership
(CDEP) was established by the MA Education
Reform Act of 1993-2001. It was restarted in
2008-20009.

e Students participating in the Dual Enrollment
Program simultaneously earn high school and
college credit

* There are 28 public institutions in Massachusetts

that enroll a total of 1,627 students in dual
enrollment (as of FY 2015)

ANA criteria for acceptance into Dual
Enrollment Program

Attend ANA during 10t grade

GPA (3.3 guarantees admission in the program,
3.0 allows students to be admitted on probation)

Below 3.0 cumulative 9" and 10t grade GPA not
eligible (discretion of administration)

Some colleges require placement test
administered by the college (students must
qualify for college level Math and English)

No major discipline issues
Adhere to Islamic behavior/obligations

While in dual enrollment program:

 Monday/Wednesday/Friday schedule — allowance made for
jumuah timings

* Al-Noor Academy attendance policies are in effect during
dual-enrollment courses
* Uniform is not required, but Islamic dress code is required

* The Director/dual counselor approves all dual-enrollment
courses prior to obtaining credit for Al-Noor Academy

* The student follows the rules and regulations of both Al-Noor
Academy and the College

* College tuition under the Dual Enrollment Program may vary
from college to college and year to year

 MA residents may be eligible to take their first dual class for
free—inquire directly with college

 Required to attend all subjects required by Al-Noor Academy:
Arabic, religion, Quran, arts, physical education and/or other
core subjects



While in dual enrollment program:

* Students in Bridgewater State College must maintain a
3.0

e Students in Quincy College must maintain a 3.0 GPA.
Any student who receives a 2.5-2.9 GPA will be put on
academic probation

e Must maintain a 3.0 GPA in ANA classes each semester

e Any student receiving an F in any class from a college
or ANA may be withdrawn from the program,
regardless of the GPA

» Students may take summer/winter/online courses
upon written approval by the director/dual enrollment
coordinator



Courses to be taken at College
(standard track):

2 years of English (4 classes)
2 years of Math (4 classes)

2 years of science — 1 year with lab (4 classes;
at least 2 of which have labs)

1 year of social studies (2 classes)

Typical track: 4-4-3-3

But...to excel you should do more than the basics by
taking electives and extra STEM/Humanities Courses.
Anecdotes.

Use summers wisely (classes related to future or
internships)

Different “tracks” depending on perceived/actual
strengths seen in 10th grade

Remember colleges only see junior grades and senior
fall classes—taking physics/calculus senior spring not
helpful for admissions process
